It’s a challenge to learn, and a true joy to listen to – something that I think any 
audience will be wowed by,” shares Joshua Pedde, Executive Artistic Director of the ICC. 

The music will be classical but modern, complex but accessible and all memorized and performed by heart by the ICC’s young 
singers. It will be a great, uplifting display of musicianship, and artistry on one of Indy’s most iconic stages, the Hilbert Circle 
Theatre.  

“This performance of Jubilate Deo is also a preview of what’s to come later this year,” explains Pedde. “The ICC is embarking on 
a big trip to the Big Apple to perform this very piece on stage at Carnegie Hall in June. Our March concert will be a great way 
for our ICC community at home to get to see it first.” 

Special recognition of the upcoming tour to NYC will be highlighted for the audience as well, with a giveaway of two tickets to 
the Carnegie Hall performance, a themed photo booth, and more.
